EDS= EFFECTIVE DATE OF SENTENCE (DATE SENTENCE IS DEEMED TO START).

MAX= LENGTH OF SENTENCE EXPRESSED IN DAYS.

EGT= AMOUNT OF EARNED GOOD TIME.

MAX DATE= END DATE OF SENTENCE WITHOUT DEDUCTIONS.

PE DATE= EARLIEST DATE THE PERSON COULD BE RELEASED ON PAROLE.

GCD DATE (WRAP-UP DATE)= DATE OF DISCHARGE WITH EARNED GOOD TIME DEDEUCTED.
